Some may ask the reason for this change. Just as we prepare a sacred 
space and make sure we bring our most respectful behavior to Mass, our 
appearance is another way to help prepare ourselves and to emphasize 
the sacredness of our liturgical celebrations when we gather as “the body 
of Christ” to receive the Eucharist. Of course, we will need parents to help 
out with this.  We will send reminders in the newsletters about dates of the 
Masses, and teachers will remind you as well.
